HEYSHAM:   A literary reference by Cotton Mather Mills 1847 appears in The Sexton's Hero : ‘The afternoon sun shed down his glorious rays on 

the grassy churchyard, making the shadow cast by the old yew-tree under which we sat seem deeper by contrast.' There is no yew tree in the 

churchyard. Parishioners I talked to knew nothing of a yew tree there. One however thought that there had been one on the green outside the 

approach to the churchyard, where the church signboard now stands.

DIDSBURY: There is a churchwardens account for “setting a yew tree” in 1727/8'.  I’ve visited every church in Didsbury and none of the churchyard 

yews in Didsbury look likely to be the tree mentioned. However I did come across a yew in a public gardens in Didsbury named "The Old Parsonage 

Gardens" next to St James Church. Here is a yew measuring 13' 2'' at the base growing into 3 main stems. There are a number of pet graves around 

the tree.
