ASTON (Pipe) St Giles Diocese of Hereford S04611971810

1866: A yew of 12' girth in Aston churchyard, growing in the ‘hedgerow above the road’, was recorded in
the Woolhope Paper.

2003: This is the tree described in Woolhope, found on the bank just outside the churchyard boundary
wall. Girth at 1', or 7' above the road, was 17' 3". The photos were taken in 2007.

In 2015 Paul Wood recorded a girth of 18' 11" (5.77m) at the same height. Even though this included ivy
now starting to cover the bole, it is still a considerable increase.
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Inside the churchyard are smaller girthed yews.
